‘90 degrees’. The skill in playing the ‘game and experimenting 
to find out new angles’, is akin to ‘the skill of food and 
presentation here’. Experimentation to eat is the 90 degrees 
experience’ – the same and equal experience anywhere you 
sit around. Tangram also forms 'corners' which are cosy
corners for everyone to sit. Thus the various forms of 
Tangram were used to depict these various emotions.
